Within the covered counties, the Assembly Benchmark Plan contained twenty-three performing districts where minority populations had the ability to elect their preferred candidates of choice – Assembly Benchmark Districts 40, 42, 43, 51, 53, 54, 55, 56, 57, 58, 68, 70, 71, 72, 76, 77, 78, 79, 80, 83, 84, 85 and 86.The Section 5 covered minority populations in these Benchmark Assembly Districts will continue to possess the ability to elect their preferred candidates of choice in the corresponding districts under the enacted Assembly Plan.

The narratives below employ Department of Justice (DOJ) suggested method of calculating race.

Benchmark Assembly District 86 is wholly contained in Bronx County. It is currently represented by Assemblymember Nelson Castro, an Hispanic Democrat.

Total population based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 121,473. 71.51% of this total population adjusted is Hispanic, 23.62% is NH Black, 1.87% is NH Asian and 1.48% is NH white.

Voting Age Population based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 85,444. 70.38% of these residents are Hispanic, 24.48% are NH Black, 2.06% are NH Asian and 1.57% are NH white.

Total population adjusted of the 86th Assembly District as proposed is 126,426. 70.06% of these residents are Hispanic, 25.16% are NH Black, 1.77% are NH Asian and 1.52% are NH white. The deviation from Assembly District average is -2.06%.

Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted is 88,574. 69.07% of the VAP is Hispanic, 25.85% of the VAP is NH Black, 1.97% of the VAP is NH Asian and 1.61% of the VAP is NH white.

New Majority Asian and Black Kings County Districts

The Assembly proposal includes two Kings County Assembly Districts that create protected minority opportunities.

Assembly District 49

Assembly District 49 is wholly contained in Kings County. It is currently represented by Assemblymember Peter Abbate, a white Democrat.

Total population based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 129,961.  12.81% of this total population adjusted is Hispanic, 0.66% is NH Black, 34.07% is NH Asian and 51.77% is NH white.

Voting Age Population (VAP) based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 98,793.12.18% of these residents are Hispanic, 0.68% are NH Black, 34.27% are NH Asian and 52.23% are NH white.

Total population adjusted of the 49th Assembly District as proposed is 124,240.  13.76% of these residents are Hispanic, 0.69% are NH Black, 51.34% are NH Asian and 33.48% are NH Black. The deviation from Assembly District average is -3.76%.

Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted is 96,793.  12.96% of the VAP is Hispanic, 0.70% of the VAP is NH Black, 49.95% of the VAP is NH Asian and 35.70% of the VAP is NH white.
Assembly District 59

Assembly District 59 is wholly contained in Kings County.  It is currently represented by Assemblymember Alan Maisel, a white Democrat.

Total population based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 124,131. 8.23% of this population adjusted is Hispanic, 47.67% is NH Black, 4.45% is NH Asian and 38.16% is NH white.

Voting Age Population (VAP) based on 2002 Assembly District lines and 2010 Census data adjusted is 94,593.  7.63% of these residents are Hispanic, 46.27% are NH Black, 4.49% are NH Asian and 40.19% NH white.

Total population adjusted of the 59th Assembly District as proposed is 124.235.   8.06% of these residents are Hispanic, 54.48% are NH Black, 3.79% are NH Asian and 32.13% are NH white. The deviation from Assembly District average is -3.76%

Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted is 95,024.  7.47% of the VAP is Hispanic, 52.96% of the VAP is NH Black, 3.84% of the VAP is NH Asian and 34.26% of the VAP is NH white.

The 29th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Assemblymember William Scarborough, a Black Democrat. 66.21% of the total population adjusted (124,132) is NH Black. 66.26% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (95,681) is NH Black.
The 31st Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Assemblymember Michelle R. Titus, a Black Democrat. 51.25% of the total population adjusted (124,134) is NH Black. 50.59% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (91,124) is NH Black.

The 32nd Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Assemblymember Vivian E. Cook, a Black Democrat. 65.06% of the total population adjusted (124,131) is NH Black.  66.14% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (93,443) is NH Black.

The 33rd Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Assemblymember Barbara M. Clark, a Black Democrat.  57.33% of the total population adjusted (124,141) is NH Black.  57.38% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (96,992) is NH Black.

The 34th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Michael G. DenDekker, a white Democrat. 57.94% of the total population adjusted (124,076) is NH Hispanic.  56.75% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (98,117) is NH Hispanic.

The 35th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Jeffrion L. Aubry, a Black Democrat.  52.60% of the total population adjusted (124,104) is Hispanic.  50.04% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (96,700) is Hispanic.

The 38th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Michael Miller, a white Democrat. 50.21% of the total population adjusted (124,105) is Hispanic. 47.40% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (93,649) is Hispanic.
The 39th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Francisco P. Moya, an Hispanic Democrat. 58.56% of the total population adjusted (124,093) is Hispanic. 56.53% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (96,759) is Hispanic.

The 40th Assembly District as proposed is currently represented by Assemblymember Grace Meng, an Asian Democrat.  62.89% of the total population adjusted (124,079) is NH Asian. 63.43% of the Voting Age Population (VAP) adjusted (103,646) is NH Asian.
