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Lawmakers push for flood relief packages

SOUTHERN TIER, N.Y. -- Lawmakers are trying to find ways to help those affected by the floods. New York State Assemblywoman Donna Lupardo is trying to get a package of flood relief bills up for discussion at a potential Special Session of the Legislature later this week.

The bills cover things like changes to school property taxes to state aid for repairs and tax benefits for companies like BAE Systems for staying in the area after the floods. One bill would also re-assess all property that saw significant damage.

Lupardo said now is the time to act on the flood relief package.

Donna Lupardo of the Endwell Assembly said, “We might as well get things taken care of so it doesn't get caught up in all the excitement of next year when we'll be dealing with the budget, redistricting and a whole bunch of other issues. This is a great time to just focus on the big stuff, like the flood, before we get started in January."

There are five bills in total, four of which have already been introduced to lawmakers.
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
