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Side By Side Demographic Breakdown Of House Districts

This is really getting down into the weeds of redistricting, but here’s a side-by-side comparison of the demographic breakdown of the proposed House districts as drawn by U.S. Magistrate Roanne Mann and the Senate Republicans on the LATFOR committee.

It’s not a direct apples and oranges comparison to be sure, given that Mann and the Senate GOP fold and merge different downstate districts into each other. But if anything, the breakdowns illustrate that while lawmakers have been criticized for drawing “hyper political” lines, gerrymandering isn’t necessary illegal.

The breakdowns were included in the Senate Republicans filing this morning when they issued their objections to Mann’s proposed maps, which still must be approved by a three-judge panel. 

As Michael Johnson reported this morning, Republicans raised objections to some of the lines drawn by the special master, noting that Rep. Chris Gibson’s district has broken apart counties that have traditionally shared representation.

They also take issue with the loss of Rep. Bob Turner’s district. That isn’t too shocking, given Republicans surprise victory over Democrat David Weprin in a special election that many saw as a rebuke of President Obama’s policy toward Israel.
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
