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GOP’s Bob Turner eyed to take on Democratic Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand 

Turner won special election to replace disgraced Anthony Weiner

Rep. Bob Turner is being touted as an ideal challenger for Democratic U.S. Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand if his Queens-Brooklyn district is swept off the political map.

Brooklyn GOP chairman Craig Eaton is calling on other county Republican leaders to put aside differences and rally around Turner against Gillibrand in the fall election. “Bob Turner can beat Kirsten Gillibrand — I know that and so will the public,” Eaton wrote in a confidential email to other county chairs.

Turner won a special election to replace the disgraced Anthony Weiner last year. Two congressional seats must be eliminated in redistricting, and a federal magistrate has proposed that his seat be one of them.

A three-judge panel could adopt that plan later this week, or state legislators and Gov. Cuomo could hash out a deal. Turner has previously said that he will run in whichever district he resides in once the new congressional lines are drawn.
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
