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Cuomo Softens On Non-Profit Pay Cap

* Redistricting, pensions and taxes on the rich aren’t the only items where Gov. Andrew Cuomo has found new flexibility. He capped state-funded executive pay at nonprofits to $199,000 through an executive order earlier this year, and proposed to make it permanent in his proposed budget. But a source close to the negotiations said it came out last night, replaced with a more lenient cap that would be adjusted for different regions of the state and for the size of the nonprofits involved. The governor is on board with the new proposal, the source said, which pleases the many health organizations that said the cap would hurt their ability to hire top-flight staff.
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
