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Some rather depressing news lurks at the bottom of today’s Q poll for good government advocates and lawmakers who have been crying foul over the LATFOR state legislative maps. 

Despite the best efforts of the Senate Dems and their allies to tar the GOP for failing to live up to their redistricting reform campaign promise to ex-NY Mayor Ed Koch in 2010, 68 percent of voters don’t know anything about that. 

In addition, 67 percent said they have heard nothing about the new district lines. (Obviously, they are not CapTon watchers). 

Seventy-one percent don’t know whether or not they approve of the LATFOR maps, which are the subject of litigation and have been condemned by everyone from US District Court Judge Dora Irizarry to Gov. Andrew Cuomo. 

And 66 percent don’t know whether or not they want the governor to keep his word and veto the lines. 

“Politicians watch the redistricting dance with fascination,” said Q pollster Mickey Carroll. “After all, it affects their future. But voters can’t or won’t follow this important – but not very sexy – issue.”

In other words, the Senate GOP isn’t risking very much in the court of public opinion by flouting their promise to Koch, nor are the majorities in either House going too far out on a limb with voters by sticking with the old school gerrymandering approach.

Whether this will fly in the end with Cuomo is another matter, entirely. 

And, of course, it could all be up to a special master in the end, anyway, which might be exactly what everyone involved here was hoping for to begin with, since the courts have traditionally pretty deferent to the Legislature’s wishes when it comes to redistricting. 
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
