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Redistricting: Westchester County Maps It Out
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The Westchester County Board of Legislators met in White Plains this morning to present a map of newly reshaped county legislative districts based on 2010 Census data, and if you click through, you can see what they came up with. Queens College Sociology Prof. Andrew Beveridge was retained to analyze the population shifts and create a first draft.  

The Census showed Districts 1 and 6 were above the plus-5% percent mark, while District 16 was under the minus-5% five percent mark, which required changes. Beveridge said that overall, "there were no massively redrawn district lines.”
